INSTALLATION

o Ceiling diffuser to be located as close to outside edge of shower enclosure where applicable. For shower over bath
diffuser to be as close to centre of bath.

o Fire protection available that is compliant to AS/NZS 15304.4:2014.

e Roof work to be carried out safely, where possible use of scaffolding or mobile work platforms recommended.

MAINTENANCE

o Atregular intervals following installation, the fan should be inspected and cleaned to ensure there is no build-up of dirt
or other deposits. It is recommended this is done as part of a scheduled yearly maintenance program.

e The face can be cleaned without removal by wiping the inlets and front face with a damp cloth.
