Windows made with the 80mm and 100mm Shopfront Suites are generally pre-assembled in
sections at the factory and joined and sealed on site. Glazing is also usually done on site.
Shop drawings can be supplied by FIRST™ manufacturers when specified.

HARDWARE
Door handles can be of the extruded aluminium and tubular types. Designers should consult
hardware manuals for further options.

Door closers are available in a range of options including floor springs and hydraulic
overhead surface mounted closers for pivot or hinged doors, and transom concealed closers
for hinged or pivot doors with centre and offset positions.

Security and emergency exit control systems are available.
A range of automatic electronic sliding door drives are available.
